The F-15E is armed with Genera

(GDAS) 20mm armament system
for air superiority, ground attack
and interdiction missions. This
fixed, forward firing system is cur-
rently in production for concurrent
deliveries with F-15E aircraft.
GDAS has worked closely with
Boeing to produce a new light-
weight linear linkless ammunition
feed system which offers configura-
tion flexibility and improved
ammunition packaging efficiency.
These features combine to provide
additional space for other aircraft
equipment.

The F-15E armament system oper-
ates on the same principle as other
GDAS 20mm Gatling aircraft sys-
tems. The gun is mounted in the
aircraft’s starboard wing root, aft of
the engine inlet. The linear linkless
ammunition storage container is
mounted in a vertical orientation
near the centerline of the aircraft.
